The Decorated Cover

1. Use pattern piece A: Trace the shape onto fusible interfacing and cut out.
2. Use pattern pieces B, D, E, F: Trace each spa onto desired fabric and
cut out.
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3. Lay the fabric shapes side by side onto the fusible interfacing and press.

4. Decorate with decorative stitching and beautiful threads.

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5. Trim the excess interfacing and rough edges of decorative cover. Use this
as a pattern and cut out your lining piece and a piece of fusdileSet
aside.
